Last month Nina requested assistance for her research. 

This is no longer required.  

Nina reported on the NZSG Memlist that she went to 

the Branch's Research Day on March 7 and “got much 

more aid than I hoped and deserved from Kathy 

Callaghan. I had an aunt who was lost to me on the West 

Coast where my parents and two of their three children 

were born. When Kathy heard the story she got to work. 

I don't need a genealogist now! We've sent away for 

numerous certificates. She found more than 30 

references for me such as my lost Aunt, her children Her 

husband, a miner was bankrupt at one time and he later 

died in the 1896 Brunner Mine disaster. One of his sons, 

a lost cousin, died at Gallipoli in 1915. It would have 

taken me months to find these people. When I last 

researched my mother's family history in the 1970s we

computer software does the job now. "Learn More!" I 

am slow to learn anything let alone new software now.
